Maryland

1634: Lord Baltimore – few Catholics came

-> Protest. maj. began discrimination against Catholics

· 1649 Act of Toleration - religious freedom to all Christians. (repealed in 1954)

· South Carolina (1670) -> impact of Barbados

(1st restoration Colony)

· Sugar & rice were rich man's crop

· Brought slaves early on and Barbadoan Slaves codes


 West Africa  (1.) grow rice (2.)no malaria 

· very aristocratic colony; later home to Huguenots'


(Ashley Cooper and John Locke set up nobility)

North Carolina (1412) 

 “ irreligious and hospitable”

· most demonic

· most independent

· least aristocratic

· settled mostly by squatter ; Cap. Hatteras made it difficult to have plantation econ. 

Georgia 

· 1733

· purpose -> home to debtors

 -> buffer against Spanish

many diverse protestant groups in Savannah -> religious freedom for all there

· Christian -> John Wesley 

Slavery -> English enslavement always against nonwhites

· 3 Phases

· 1620-40 -> often servant

· 1640-60 -> began inherited slavery

· 1660 -> slavery  became law

Rise of Slavery in Late 1600

(1.) ↑ in England -> ↓ indentured 

(2.) slaves monopoly

(3.) Bacon's rebellion and other class

(Be careful of “servant” scenario – they were taken by force)

Slavery 

· introduced in N.A. in 1619

3 phases of slavery in Ches.

(1.) 1620-40 – few slaves, some Africans gain freedom, children not necessarily enslaved.

* They were still slaves – brought by force and treated differently form white servants.

(2.) 1640-1660 – status declines, few gain freedom children become slaves.

(3.) 1660 – slavery defined by law, first in Md. then Va. 

(Jefferson owned 267 slaves @ death; freed only 5-7; all were blood relatives.)

1660 – fewer than 1000 slaves in Va. and Md. 1700 – 20000 slaves. 

Why did Slavery replace indentured Servitude

(1.) ↑ wages in England.

(2.) slave monopoly broken (many new slave traders)

(3.) ↑ life exp. in Chesap. 

(4.) migration of W. Indian Slave holders to Chesap. and Carolina

(5.) W. African  best at rice cultivation -skills and no malaria

(6.) BACONS REBELLION (1676)

(James Madison said to have made $257 on every slave in a year, but only spent $12- 13.)

Bacon's Rebellion(1676)

· taxes, Indians, econ. depression Quarice → started w/ gov. sanctioned massacre of Indians for land → when gov. retracted permission, poor whites turned on Jamestown → ↓ in trust of indentured servitude → one of last groups to surrender was a band of 80 blacks and 20 whites.

· in 1600s Whits (independents) sometimes banded w/blacks → after slave laws, became rare as whites saw themselves as better and white servants gained more power.

Carolina's

1720 – 67% of S. Carolina were slaves

SC's also enslaved 10's of 1000's of Indians and shipped them to W. Indies

Rice Plantations – spread out and isolated most of the work was field laborers → less pressure to be “westernized” → many slaves from Senegambia

Slave condition in South Carolina were much more brutal than north. However b/c of above , SC were able to maintain more of their heritage than any other group of slaves in USA.
