Order Southern Postmasters to destroy abolitionist master.

Why did it take north so long?

1. Strongly unionist (did not want to threaten union)

2. Economically tied to south → cotton, loans

Free Soiler vs. Abolition

Underground Railroad (1000 slaves per year) threat has been exaggerated but was seen as “honor” thing.
Early 1800’s protest minister in south against slavery by 1830’s-40’s → use pulpit for proslavery. Presbyterian, Methodists, and Baptist churches split.
