2. What were the strengths and weaknesses of General McClellan's military leadership? of Lee's leadership? 

3. Why was the Battle of Antietam considered to be one of the turning points in the war? 

4. What was the Union plan for the conquest of the West? How did the Confederacy propose to defend this area? 

5. How was the standoff between the two ironclads a monumental event nonetheless?

6. How did the European community respond to the American Civil War? Why did the South feel it could secure diplomatic recognition from Britain? How did England respond?

7. How did the Battle of Shiloh change Grant's thinking about his military plans?

8. How do the Confiscation Acts serve as a prelude to emancipation? What are Lincoln's reasons for being cautious about Emancipation? How does he reflect his political savvy in announcing his plans?

9. What are the political and practical implications of the Emancipation Proclamation? What did it do and not do for the slaves? Reactions to it in North? South? Europe?

10. How does the experience of African-American soldiers differ from that of white soldiers? How does the Confederacy feel about using black soldiers?

11. Describe the key events in 1863 that swing the momentum to the Northern side.

12. Compare and contrast the war's economic impact on the North and the South.

13. Lincoln and Davis have to deal with dissent. How are their methods similar? Dissimilar? How did each side curtail the rights of individual private citizens?

14. What is the importance of the U.S. Sanitary Commission and the nursing corps?

15. Describe conditions in prison camps on both sides. Why does Andersonville stand out?

16. List the key events in 1864 help Lincoln win re-election. 

17. Lincoln's Second Inaugural contains some of Lincoln's plans for a post-war world. Analyze.

18. Describe the impact of Sherman's March to the Sea.
19. What impact did the war have on people’s daily lives during the war?  In what ways did women contribute to the war effort?
