Expansion 1890-1914
Causes:

1) Desire to keep up with Western Europe
2) Need for Naval Bases (Alfred Mahan’s The Influence of Sea Power upon History)
3) Markets for American goods

4) Missionaries wanted to take Christianity and civilization to the “weaker races”

5) Overwhelming belief in Social Darwinism and racism.
Jingoism:
 The support for expansion- seen as patriotism- often in support of war

Conflicts

· Britain- fishing rights. (1890’s)

· Chile- 2 soldiers killed (1891)
· Britain and Venezuela Border Dispute- we tried to intervene; it got ugly. (1895)
· Samoa- The protection of Samoa with Germany and Britain. (1889)
· Italy- Lynching of Italian sailors in New Orleans. (1891)
Hawaii

Settled by New England missionaries and whalers in the 1820’s; whites became very wealthy.
1893- A group of white planters led by Sanford Dole overthrew Queen Liliuokalani and asked to be a part of U.S.A. Cleveland refused but in 1898 McKinley said “OK” and Hawaii became a U.S. territory.

Cuba and the Spanish American War

1895- Cuban War for Independence began, led by José Marti; Spanish led by Valeriano Weyler. Weyler “The Butcher” was rounding up Cubans and putting them in concentration camps. (200,000 died.)

The Cuban war was sensationalized by American newspapers, particularly those of William R. Hearst and Joseph Pulitzer.

· Americans were angered by a letter from a Spanish official who called McKinley “weak.”

· The Maine (2/15/1898) outraged Americans; they called for war.

· We declared war April 11, 1898 against Spain, but with the Teller amendment; this said once we helped Cuba gain independence we would leave them alone (yeah, right!!!)
The War
· Lasted 3 months

· Only a few days of combat

· Took place in Cuba and the Philippines (a place we really wanted)

· 5000 U.S. soldiers died of disease.

· 379 U.S. soldiers died in battle.

Led (followed?) “Rough Riders” up San Juan Hill
· George Dewey

Captured Manila Bay, destroyed/captured all 10 Spanish ships and occupied Manila and the Philippines.
Treaty of Paris

1) Cuba was independent

2) We god Guam

3) We got Puerto Rico

4) We got the Philippines

5) We paid Spain $20 million

Impact of War

1) Rise in Global Respect for the U.S.A.

2) Rise in Patriotism (diminished N/S rivalry)

3) Rise in size and strength of the navy

4) Rise in racism

5) Rise in power for the Republican party

Puerto Rico

1900- Foraker Act granted limited popular government to Puerto Rico
Cuba

Platt Amendment (1901)
· Restricted Cuba’s foreign affairs

· Gave U.S. right to intervene in Cuba’s affairs

· Gave U.S. naval bases there
Philippines (Read PP____-America Past and Present
·  McKinley didn’t want to grant “Our little brown brothers” independence

· Emilio Aguinaldo- who led Filipino troops against Spain- now turned on the U.S.

· We fought a guerilla war for 4 years- ( 1899-1902) 4000 U.S. men died in battle (10 times the number in the Spanish-American war) The U.S. was responsible for atrocities against civilians
· Philip Government Act gave a governor to the Philippines, limited self government, and independence in 1946

1898 they formed the Anti-Imperialist League. They said imperialism was against the Declaration of Independence. They almost defeated the Treaty of Paris (failed by 1 vote) ratification, but then McKinley was reelected with TR and anti-imperialists lost power
China

We weren’t interested in land, merely in protecting our commercial interests. However, European nations were getting greedy for land as China’s monarchy crumbled; they were splitting China into spheres.
Open Door Notes-(1899)- Secretary of State John Hay wrote to European nations asking that they pledge to allow free trade in china; they really didn’t agree, but Hay said they did and they were peer pressured into it.
Boxer Rebellion

Young Chinese terrorists, supported by the Empress, lashed out against foreigners, particularly the British; they killed thousands and occupied Beijing before they were overthrown by a US/Europe coalition (we sent 2500 men)

· In 1900- John Hay sent a second round of “Open Door Notes” saying China would have free trade and we would back them up in it.

Panama Canal

(Nicaragua was the other option)

· Clayton-Bulwer (1850) said we would not support a trans-isthmian canal

· Negated by Hay-Pauncefort agreement (1901)

Hay-Herón (1902)- offered to pay Colombia for rights to build canal (100 year lease)
Colombian legislature refused (TR called them greedy little arthropods) so we aided (to what extent is disputed) Phillippe Buneau-Varilla; he was an executive of the French company who started the canal

He led a Panamanian revolt (U.S. ships blockaded the coast and prevented Colombian reinforcements) and as soon as Panama was independent, Buneau Varilla was named ambassador to the U.S.A.

Hay Buneau Varilla (1903)- gave U.S> lease on 10 mile strip in perpetuity (10 million and 250,000 a year)

Opened 1914- Wiped out mosquitoes; many died of Yellow fever(Colonel Gorgias

“Rape of Panama”
Canal built by G.W. Goethal
Roosevelt Corollary (Around 1904)
We would assume debts and take over tax collecting. Really, little to do with the Monroe Doctrine; but the name added legitimacy

Roosevelt

He settled the war between Russia and Japan (Sino-Russian War) in 1905, Portsmouth, N.H.

Also he set up a conference to settle North Africa’s disputes

1906, he won the Nobel Peace Prize

“Gentlemen’s Agreement” with Japan

1907, sent “Great White Fleet”
