I. Plymouth ( 1620)

A. Separatists

B. Mayflower Compact- agreement to form a govt. and submit to the will of the people

C. Aided by Squanto and Samoset

D. Estab. New England doctrine of hard work, thrift, piety

II. Massachusetts Bay (1630)

A. non-Separatists

B. bigger and better equipped than most other new settlements

C. John Winthrop “City Upon A Hill” – said that Mass. Would be a model of Christian charity and that religion and profit would “jump together”

D. Settled mostly by families

E. Different classes could show their allegiance to God differently- with money or patience

III. The New England Way

A. the Church

1. Congregationalism – father was John Cotton 
a. predestination

b. individual churches autonomous

c. only “saints” could vote—2/3 male pop.

d. Rules

1. only saints’ could have children baptized

2. conversion relation – humiliating- ultimate downfall of NEW
3. all townsmen had to tithe

4. dissenters

a. Roger Williams- set up Baptist church in Rhode Island and had full religious freedom

b. Anne Hutchinson- antinomianism- did not have to follow god’s on man’s laws

e. education

1. Old Deluder Act – 1647

2. Harvard – 1636

f. downfall

1. Half Way Covenant – 1662

2. Restoration – 1660

3. Salem Witch trials- 1691 and 1692

4. Glorious Revolution 

IV. Native Americans

A. 75-90% dead by 1620

B. King Philips’s War – 1675-76

1. 600 colonists killed

2. slowed westward movement of settlers

3. ended Indian resistance in NE

V. Unity and Democracy 

A. Connecticut- Fundamental Orders of Connecticut – written constitution that created a governing body created by landholding citizens

B. New England Confederation – 1643- Mass & Conn  - set up a govt that would handle  intracolonial affairs like crime and Indians- first step at colonial unity- each of the 4 colonies got two votes

VI. Restoration – when King Charles II was “Restored” to power following the ten-year reign of the Puritan Oliver Cromwell- he set out to take control of NE- his brother King James II set up Dominion of New England- Edmund Andros- sent as dictator of NE- made everyone mad-denied town meetings and legislature and enforced the Navigation Laws – run out on a rail when Glorious Revolution took place

VII. Mercantilism – Navigation Acts 

A. 1650-1673

B. rules

1. all trade must be done on English or colonial ships

2. all colonial imports must go through English ports

3. enumerated good like tobacco and rice were given monopolies in England, but could only sell products there

C. enforcement would vary over the next 100 years

D. pros

1. shipbuilding became big business in NE

2. monopolies helped SC and VA

3. English navy protected colonial ships

E. cons

1. little manufacturing developed

2. high prices

3. colonial discontent- particularly in coastal towns

VIII. Lifestyles

A. men superior to women – women could not vote or own property and were much less likely to get education

B. long life expectance(65 years) – longer than England and way longer than VA

C. low infant mortality rate (for the times)

D. big families developed and remained close
E. divorce allowed, but rare
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
