· Sharecropping- everyone, not just blacks- perpetual debt, give percent of crops for rent

· Redeemers- Wade Hampton, Lucius Q. C. Lamar, Benjamin Hill- All bearded, confederate aristocrats

· Jim Crowe Laws- “1925: Required racially segregated schools. 1950: Separate facilities required for white and black citizens in state parks 1953: Public carriers to be segregated  1958: No child compelled to attend schools that are racially mixed. No desegregation unless approved by election. Governor may close schools where troops used on federal authority"- Texas

· 14th Amendment: Changed status from legally prohibited from rights to illegally prohibited from rights.

· Cheap labor( weak labor unions+ racism’s impact

· Northern investment- robber barons in north- well established
