Election of 1852

Frankline Pierce – (Democ)


Few enemies, pro-southern Northerner

Winfield Scott (Whigh) – great general -> haughty; Not best Whigh -> but general had won for Whigs

Both sides endorsed the fugitive slave laws and compromise of 1850

Southern Whigs crossed over and voted for Dem. Pier

Results -> 1. Death of Whigs -> More personalities than platform


     2. Rise of sectional parties

Whigs kept country together for 25 years

Pierce was last president for 80 years to win popular and electoral vote in North and South

Pierce

Expansion -> hampered by slavery issue

1. Southerners wanted more slave territory

W. Walkers -> attempted to takeover Nicaragua

2. ideas growing for transithmia canal

British began eyeing Nicaragua -> 

 Clayton-Buluer Treaty (1850) -> said neither American nor Britain

Japan – Isolationist

M Perry -> Sent by Pierce – forced Japan to open ports (1854)

Cuba

(John Quitman -> filibustering) -> once again -> we tried to provoke a war with Spain (1854)

Written by our sec. To Spain/England/France – Ostend Manifesto ($120 million) – said if Cuba refused, we would be justified in taking it (because public -> embarrassed)

Gadsen Purchase (1853)
Bought land in New Mexico territory for Railroad. Best to have transcontinental in South – No mountains, land was already organized
