I) Nationalism
A) brought on by the War of 1812

B) Outcomes

1) increased size of army

2) improvements to Washington DC

3) appreciation for American literature – Washington Irving and Tames Fennimore Copper

4) Clay’s American System

(a) protective tariffs – first passed in 1816 – a response to the dumping of cheap British goods on USA following the war

(b) National Bank – rechartered in 1816 – supported by John C. Calhoun, but not Daniel Webster


(c) International improvements – passed by Congress, but vetoed by James Monroe – dislike by traditional republicans b/c seen as not helping each section equally – disliked by New England b/c new roads and canals would further drain population west.

II) Era of Good Feelings - - NOT!!!

A) Monroe
1) not charismatic, but level-headed

2) straddled Revolutionary and National periods

B) Republican Party

(a) As Federalists died out, Republicans took on many issues of Federalists

C) Panic of 1819
1) causes

(a) overspeculation of land

(b) tightening of credit by BUS

(c) decreased demand for farm product

(d) BUS demanded specie for repayment of loans

(e) Wildcat banks gave away too much loose credit.

2) Duration

(a) several years long

(b) affected whole nation, but West was hit the hardest

(c) land went from $69 per acre in the West, to $2 per acre

III) Missouri Compromise
Would disrupt the 11/11 balance in the Senate of slave and non slave states

A) Tallmadge Amendment – said no more slaved in MO and current slaves would be gradually emancipated – passed by House. But defeated in Senate – sent South into an uproar

B) Compromise – engineered by Henry Clay

1) MO would enter slave

2) Maine would enter free

3) No more slavery in LA Purchase land north of 36*30’

Radicals on both sides decried corruption – in short term South won (as if Maine would ever by slave!!) but in the long run the South lost because:

(a) 36*30’ rule

(b) Set precedent that Congress could decide slave issue

IV) Marshall Court
John Marshall continued to rule the Supreme Court and did so in a manner that promoted the ideals of the Federalists (strong central government limited popular will of the people)

A) Dartmouth v. Woodward  1819 --- said states could not encroach on contracts – included corporations – would be used b businesses to avoid state regulation
B) McCollach V. Maryland  1819 – Maryland tried to tax a branch of the BUS – Supreme Court had two decisions - 
1) Is the National Bank constitutional?
2) Do states have the right to tax it?
Marshall ruled that 1) constitutionality of the BUS is implied because Congress has power to tax and must pay bills AND

3) “the power to tax is the power to destroy” and this states could not tax federal government
4) He also said that the power of the Constitution was derived from the people NOT the states – this was a slap in the face to proponents of the VA and KY Resolutions who said constitution endowed with power by the states

C) Gibbons v. Ogden – 1824 --- NY had granted a monopoly to steam boat operator Ogden – Federal government granted a monopoly to Gibbons – Supreme Court ruled that the power of the federal government to regulate interstate commerce superceded that of states – did not determine then if states had any role in regulating interstate commerce

V) Foreign Policy
While Monroe gets the credit for his aggressive foreign policy, it was mostly the brainchild of John Q. Adams

A) Rush-Bagot(1817) pretty much demilitarized the Great Lakes

B) Treaty with Britain (1818)  aka British-American Convention

1) Shared fishing rights off the coast of Newfoundland

2) Fixed northern limits of LA at 49*

3) 10 year Joint control of Oregon

C) Florida purchase (1819)  aka Adams- Onis Treat, Transcontinental Treaty

While the Spanish were otherwise occupied in Latin America, we though it would be a good time to steal Florida – Floridians gave us the excuse when they began attacking settlements in southern Georgia.

We sent in Andrew Jackson who promptly executed a buch of people without trial – While Monroe wanted to censure Jackson,  JQ Adams stood up for him and demanded that Florida cede us the land (not really a purchase)

VI) The Monroe Doctrine

Reaction to perceived threats from European monarchs and anti democratic 
European backlash

-
Made in a speech to Congress, 12/2/23

A) European colonization had ended

B) Europe was warned to stay out of Western Hemisphere affairs

Europe was peeved by the brashness of the proclamation, but no one, even in America took it very seriously.  How could Monroe back it up???  The Monroe Doctrine would become imported as American policy in the administrations of Polk and TR
