Factors Leading to Rebellion (1763-1776)
· We first came together (showed signs of unity) in the Albany Congress in 1754

· 7 colonies attended

· Attempted to coordinate their policies concerning further westward settlement and concerning Native Americans

· French and Indian War (Seven Years War)
· Most Native Americans sided with the Indians with the exception of the Iroquois

· British put the war into the hands of William Pitt who was willing to incur large debts for Great Britain

· Many British soldiers were quartered in American homes

· Opened up a lot of land for the American settlers 

· The Policies of George Greenville

· George III (king) selected George Greenville as Prime Minister in 1763

· To help get Britain out of debt from the 7 Yrs War he decided to make Am. pay (this was fair looking back b/c it was America’s war and they were taxed far less than the residence of Britain to begin with)

· Proclamation of 1763 – closed off the frontier for colonial expansion because Britain did not want to have to deal with the Indians 

· many in the colonies felt that this was a method to keep them close to the Atlantic Seaboard

· colonist ignored this proclamation and moved West in spite of it

· Currency Act of 1764 – illegal to print paper money in the colonies

· Sugar Act of 1764
· Stamp Act of 1765 – first time that the Parliament would directly tax colonists

· Stamp Act Congress came out of this (consisted of 9 colonies)

· Sons of Liberty led by Samuel Adams – reaction against Stamp Act

· Quartering Act of 1765
· in 1776 Stamp Act repealed but Declaratory Act passed
· Greenville Acts served to make the depression the colonists were suffering from worse and of course upset the colonist greatly

· 1766 Townshend had power similar to Greenville and he followed Greenville’s policies

· Townshend Acts of 1767 – duties on glass, paper and tea (goods that were produced in England)
· Admiralty courts were created by Townshend

· Samuel Adams – “Taxation without representation is tyranny” – 1768

· Boston Tea Party – 1773- 65 men dressed as Indians dumped 350 tea chests into harbor

· Intolerable Acts – 1774

· also called known as Coercive Acts
· did away with the elective government

· trails were held in Great Britain

· Boston Port was closed

· Another quartering act

· unintentionally promoted sympathy and encouraged revolutionaries from the otherwise diverse colonies to band together
· First Continental Congress – 1774
· Every colony except Georgia
· Declaration of Rights and Grievances
· Would firmly resist measures of taxation without representation
· Individual colonies should raise and maintain state militias

· Second Continental Congress (1775)

· Lexington and Concord (1775)

· Common Sense published by Thomas Paine (1776)

· Declaration of Independence approved in 1776
